Your destination is Mafeking. The heroic defenders of this important outpost of the Empire have their backs to the wall. Unless a flying column can reach them with ammunition, medical supplies and military intelligence obtained en route, the garrison is doomed!

For this hazardous mission, each member of every patrol has been selected from among the volunteers for his enterprise, leadership ability and useful skills. To be successful, each patrol will have to mould itself into an efficient fighting machine which can operate as a unit and the best use the collective skills of its members. 

Mafeking, as every Scout knows, was the town in which Baden-Powell was besieged during the Boer Wars. It was during this successful resistance against much greater forces that Baden-Powell’s name became known in households across England, and Baden-Powell first noticed how useful and courageous the boys of the town were during the siege. Ultimately this combination, a few years later, lead to the founding of the Scout movement – a peaceable version of the same skills and values.
Our version will be slightly less hazardous (we hope that not many of our Explorers will actually get shot) but hopefully nonetheless exciting. It will be an extensive night time wide game, after which the Explorers will sit down to a communal meal and sleep the night in the Wilton Scout Hut before returning home the next morning. Each Explorer Unit in the district is invited to enter teams for this new challenge.
