Kit:-

Food:-
All food and drink is provided as part of the cost including bag meals to be eaten on the hills however, you may wish to supplement this with some high energy rations such as chocolate, nuts etc.  We will stop on the way north on Friday at a service station where fast food outlets are available.  A full Sunday Lunch is provided but we will stop at a service station again on the way south late afternoon / early evening.
Money:- 
There are no shops etc near by to buy things so other than additional snacks / drinks etc. you will not need to bring large reserves of cash.
